This Sample EECBG Application Package is intended for the 65 New Jersey municipalities and 10 counties that the U.S. Department of Energy has identified as eligible for direct funding* under the Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant program. This grant provides your community with an unprecedented opportunity to achieve significant costs savings, reduce your carbon footprint and create jobs. We highly recommend you begin the registration process that is the necessary first step in your application process by Friday, June 5 so that you will have all in readiness to submit your application by the June 25, 2009. The preliminary registration steps take up to 21 days for processing. 

Once you have submitted the application, the U.S. DOE will review it and issue the EECBG funds directly to your local government. In its role as the State Energy Office which administers the Office of Clean Energy, and as the lead agency in the preparation of the Governor’s Energy Master Plan, the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities is well-positioned to assist your local government with preparing a Block Grant application.

The U.S. Department of Energy Block Grant Funding Opportunity Announcement places a high priority on planning and urges local communities to develop useful strategies suitable to their own characteristics and that are also consistent with other regional and statewide planning. The Sample Strategy and accompanying materials focus on energy efficiency and conservation because this is the most expedient way to use the funds to stimulate jobs, create energy savings and reduce greenhouse gas emissions as quickly as possible.

Suggested text of answer to Question 1:
NJ County/Municipality’s strategy focuses on two EECBG strategies: 
1.Energy Efficiency and Conservation Programs for Buildings and Facilities 
2. Development of an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy 

NJ County/Municipality’s EECBG activities will support two of five goals of the 2009 New Jersey Energy Master Plan (EMP--www.nj.gov/emp), which is a road map to guide New Jersey and NJ County/Municipality toward a responsible energy future with adequate, reliable energy supplies that are both environmentally responsible and competitively priced. The State of New Jersey developed a comprehensive EMP that was released by Governor Corzine in October 2008.  Two of its five goals are to reduce energy consumption by 20% by 2020 and to reduce peak energy demand. A key component of that EMP is the implementation of energy efficiency improvements in the State’s existing building stock.  The proposed use of EECBG funds along with CEP funding will allow this community to reduce our energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions, save money, and do our part in assisting New Jersey in meeting the State’s Global Warming Response Act which calls for an aggressive reduction in greenhouse gas emissions to 1990 levels by 2020 and the further reduction of emissions by 80 percent below 2006 levels by 2050.
NJ County/Municipality fully supports these goals. (At this point applicant may wish to add a brief description of efforts that demonstrate this support. E.G. “This community has demonstrated its dedication to achieving them by supporting the U.S. Mayor’s Climate Protection Agreement and by enrolling in Sustainable Jersey.”)
NJ County/Municipality will leverage New Jersey’s Local Government Energy Audit (LGEA) Program, which is part of the State’s Clean Energy Program, to complete an audit.(Special Note to Somerset County Municipalities: In your case, you would adapt this approach by citing the Somerset County Energy Audit Grant Program instead of the BPU/Clean Energy Program Local Gov’t Audit Program. This approach is appropriate in either case. Be sure you include in your EECBG application a link to the appropriate Somerset County website page that describes the program.)
LGEA helps local governments improve the energy efficiency of their buildings. The LGEA provides financial assistance so that governmental entities can perform an audit of their buildings and thereby identify the most cost-effective energy efficiency measures.  This LGEA Program meets the criteria for eligible activities for use of funds under the EISA – Energy Efficiency Retrofits, Technical Consultant Services Energy Efficiency and Conservation Programs for Buildings and Facilities.  

Then, NJ County/Municipality will implement some or all of the efficiency measures recommended through funding from the Clean Energy Program (CEP), which provides incentives for efficiency. The EECBG funds and CEP funds will be used to implement the most cost effective items as determined by the audit. The EECBG funds will be used to cover all or part of the costs beyond the CEP incentives. This use aligns with EECBG program goals of supplementing the benefits offered through existing programs. This approach supplies a solution to a significant barrier local governments face--securing capital, especially in the current economic climate which strains governmental revenues more than ever. 

Note: The next two items listed, the Energy Savings Improvement Program and the revolving fund,  are funding mechanisms that enable your community to achieve energy improvements after you have exhausted rebates and incentives that may be available. While the BPU is supportive of these approaches and, with Rutgers, is willing to offer your community assistance in understanding and employing these funding mechanisms, please understand that including reference to them here in this application is entirely optional. You can cite the State Energy Master Plan goals, rely on the Local Gov’t Energy Audit Program and use a building energy audit approach, and undertake the longer-term energy efficiency and conservation plan discussed here without including ESIP or the revolving fund. Descriptions of the ESIP and revolving fund approaches can be found in the FAQ section.)

Any additional cost remaining after the above two options are employed will be covered using authorization under New Jersey’s Energy Savings Improvement Program (ESIP), which allows local government units to finance energy savings improvements through the value of the energy savings. (NJ P.L. 2009, c.4.) 
The EECBG funds will be used to pay the energy efficiency costs for as many upgrades on as many buildings as possible, prioritizing efforts based on cost benefit analysis provided by the building energy audit.  By implementing this program, we will serve as an example to our community on the benefits of reducing energy use.

NJ County/Municipality plans on using 50% of the money saved through the proposed actions above to establish a revolving fund for future energy efficiency and renewable energy programs, e.g. auditing additional buildings with assistance from LGEA funding; and by installing renewable energy systems on appropriate governmental buildings. Funds could also be used to purchase high-mileage alternative fuel vehicles. CEP funding is also available for renewable energy, and NJ County/Municipality would use such support where appropriate. The remaining 50% of our energy savings would assist in balancing the annual budget, thereby providing benefits to taxpayers and stimulating the local economy. (Please note: Establishing the revolving fund is optional. If the option is chosen, the percentage can be greater or less than 50%. Also, you could refrain from any commitment to such a revolving set-aside and have your application state simply that your governing body will consider  a revolving set-aside each year when it formulates its annual budget.)
The LGEA audits will provide the necessary baseline information for municipalities to track their energy savings and capitalize their revolving fund. NJBPU and Rutgers will provide simple detailed information on how to structure these funds and target their use. Note: Reference data regarding average energy savings and greenhouse gas reductions are included in this Sample Application Package.
While the above actions are being undertaken to capture immediate energy savings, create jobs, and reduce greenhouse gas emissions, NJ County/Municipality also proposes to undertake the development of a long-term strategy by working with a team of research centers from Rutgers University’s Bloustein School of Planning and Policy  to complete a comprehensive long range Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan that can guide our actions over the short and long term. The Rutgers team includes the Center for Government Services, the New Jersey Sustainable State Institute, the Center for Urban Policy Research, the Rutgers Center for Green Building, and the Center for Energy, Economic, and Environmental Policy. 

Major Actions Timetable:

Energy Efficiency Remediation

Phase 1: Designate committee* comprised of municipal engineer, chief financial officer and municipal planner to provide guidance to EECBG activities, to provide feedback to the governing body and to provide information and feedback opportunities to the citizens of NJ County/Municipality.

*Committee membership may vary depending on your county/municipality’s needs.

Phase 2: Designated committee will select municipal facilities to be subject of energy audit, based on [Insert rationale]. For assistance, we would contact CEP and pre-qualified energy firms to discuss comprehensive audits to be performed. We anticipate that approximately ____buildings will be audited; we anticipate that we will save _______in energy savings.   

Phase 3: Committee will apply for and complete steps for LGEA through the CEP. 

Phase 4: Committee will analyze audit results in consultation with LGEA program experts and the energy firm contracted to do the audit. Then, the committee would provide to the governing body/municipal administrator a recommended plan of action to undertake audit recommendations.

Phase 5: 
Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan (Plan)
Step 1: Committee will engage Rutgers E.J. Bloustein School to formulate a comprehensive Energy Plan. This process will include a carbon inventory, usage and impacts projections, targets, cost/benefit analysis of a comprehensive suite of polices and programs, public hearings and information sessions, etc. 
Step 2: Draft Plan will be presented to governing body and public. Stakeholder input will be sought.

Step 3: Final Plan will be adopted as resolution of governing body and published on municipal website.

2. Describe your government’s proposed implementation plan for the use of EECBG Program funds to assist you in achieving the goals and objectives outlined in the strategy describe in question #1. Your description should include a summary of the activities submitted on your activity worksheets, and how each activity supports one or more of your strategy’s goals/objectives. 

NJ County/Municipality will partner with the State, approved contractors, and the E.J. Bloustein School at Rutgers University, to provide the energy audit, the remediation work and the EECS respectively. Our planned activities include: 

A. Reduce energy consumption/increase energy efficiency in municipal buildings within 18 months of the DOE approval of the EECBG application.

NJ County/Municipality will conduct an energy audit and engage an energy services company to perform recommended actions. This will include baseline data to measure existing building performance and post-project measurement to ensure energy savings targets have been completed. NJ County/Municipality will use a portion of the EECBG funds to establish a revolving fund that would be replenished by an allocation of 50% of the energy savings. This would provide continued funding for on-going energy savings through energy efficiency, renewable energy, alternative fuels, and energy outreach and education. 
B. Engage Rutgers E.J. Bloustein School to formulate an Energy Plan. This will include analysis of NJ County/Municipality’s current carbon footprint, job creation projections, assessment of current energy costs, projections for savings, suggested implementation actions and public input. 

3. Describe how your government is taking into account the proposed implementation plans and activities for use of funds by adjacent units of local government that are grant recipients under the Program (response not mandatory for Indian Tribes).
NJ County/Municipality EECBG committee will coordinate with the NJ Clean Energy Program, the NJ Board of Public Utilities and its neighboring communities. Where possible, it will share services and combine resources in ways that help attain NJ EMP and individual community goals. Where appropriate, NJ County/Municipality will work with its local utility(ies) [Insert name] to leverage programs available, participate in pilot programs and other activities. 
4. Describe how your government will coordinate and share information with the state in which you are located regarding activities carried out with grant funds to maximize energy efficiency and conservation benefits (response not mandatory for Indian Tribes).
The implementation of the New Jersey Energy Master Plan will provide NJ County/Municipality with many opportunities to engage with the State to obtain training and information, and provide input. NJ County/Municipality will monitor the development of energy efficient building codes and appliance standards, participate where possible in demand response programs, adopt recommended education and outreach actions – along with other on-going efforts to implement the EMP.
Data compiled by Rutgers EJB School in the creation of municipal Energy Plans will be compiled and shared with all public entities, used for further research, used to track progress, and to spur further municipal progress.
5. Describe how this plan has been designed to ensure that it sustains benefits beyond the EECBG funding period.

Energy efficiency measures will provide on-going cost and energy savings and emissions reduction benefits to the municipality, and the strategies potentially adopted in the NJ County/Municipality Energy Plan could provide similar benefits to home, businesses and other entities within this municipality. The revolving fund established as part of these efforts will provide an on-going source of funding for future energy efficiency and conservation and greenhouse gas reduction benefits. Furthermore, the collective activities being undertaken—the audit, the remediation working, the formulation of the Energy Plan and the public feedback associate with it, will all serve to nurture a “paradigm shift” within NJ County/Municipality in which a new focus on the value and critical nature of energy efficiency and conservation are propagated.

6. The President has made it clear that every taxpayer dollar spent on our economic recovery must be subject to unprecedented levels of transparency and accountability. NJ County/Municipality is committed to meeting the President’s call for transparency and accountability. This will be done through quarterly reporting that will provide the energy efficiency measures installed and the energy savings for the individual buildings for which the funds are used, costs incurred per building, and how many jobs are created.  The information and procedures required by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities Local Government Energy Audit Program will also ensure the funds are used only for the authorized purposes. The EECBG implementation will be managed by [Insert committee name/description (if applicable)]. This committee will be responsible for managing all aspects of the energy audit and remedial work, and will interface directly with [Rutgers] with regard to the Energy Plan. This committee will provide quarterly reports to the governing body, outlining measurable achievements, obstacles to overcome, and recommendations for future activities. The committee will provide a twice yearly report until all of the stimulus funding is expended. Following that, the committee will continue to provide annual reports regarding the revolving fund and implementation of the municipal Energy Plan.The completed Energy Plan done by Rutgers’ Bloustein School will include benchmarks and measurement details, and will be subject to Rutgers’ and the State of New Jersey’s strict accounting standards. 
Frequently Asked Questions

What is a Clean Energy Program Local Government Energy Audit?
Municipalities and local government officials can participate in the Local Government Energy Audit Program offered as part of New Jersey's Clean Energy Program to help identify cost-justified energy efficiency measures --- and subsidize the cost of an audit, up to 100%.
The Local Government Energy Audit Program targets municipal and local government owned facilities including offices, courtrooms, town halls, police and fire stations, sanitation buildings, transportation structures, schools and community centers. All municipalities and other local governments located within the service territory of at least one of NJ's public utilities are eligible. The Program requires that participating local government agencies pass a resolution enabling submittal of the program application. See njcleanenergy.com website to obtain a Sample Resolution that may be used by your governing body.
Participating local governments select from a list of pre-qualified auditing firms (see njcleanenergy.com for list) that will follow the strict parameters of New Jersey's Clean Energy Program and deliver an investment grade audit. The Program will subsidize 75% of the cost of the audit. The completed audit will list recommended, cost-effective energy efficiency measures and facility upgrades that will reduce operating expenses and, in many cases, improve the health and productivity of the buildings' occupants. Of course, those measures are eligible for additional incentives available through the NJ SmartStart Buildings Program.
If the net cost of the installed measures recommended by the audit, after applying eligible NJ SmartStart Buildings incentives, exceeds the remaining cost of the audit, then that additional 25% will also be paid by the program.To ensure the opportunity for participation by many local governments throughout the state, this program is subject to a $100,000 annual incentive cap for each participant.
What is an Energy Savings Improvement Program (ESIP)?
At its core, the ESIP is a process that allows local units to use energy savings obligations to pay the capital costs of energy improvements to their facilities, paying the annual costs of the obligations using funds offsetting reduced energy costs. Energy savings obligations are not considered new general obligation debt of a local unit and do not count against debt limits or require voter approval.  They may be issued as refunding bonds or leases.
The ESIP law provides the framework to use energy savings obligations to finance energy improvements. The provisions of the law can only be used when energy savings obligations are used to finance improvements. Nothing in the law prevents a local unit from designing, implementing, and financing energy improvements through traditional contracting and debt authorization procedures.
There are three general issues that are important to developing and implementing an ESIP.  The first is that all work that meets the traditional definition of “public works” contracting (N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.26
) is subject to public bidding and the usual requirements that follow a public works contract, such as bid specifications, listing of subcontractors, surety bonding, public works contractor registration, and award to the lowest responsible bidder, etc.
The second issue is how a local unit develops and implements an ESIP. The key element is the preparation of an energy savings plan (ESP). 

There are three primary ways an ESP can be developed: 
· Through an “energy services company,” commonly known as an “ESCO.”
· Through independent engineers and other specialists, or using its own staff to provide and manage the individual functions that make up an ESP.
· Through a “hybrid” model, where an ESCO may be hired for some purposes (i.e., the development of the ESP) and the local unit’s engineer may prepare bid specifications.
Subject to the framework of the law, a local unit has flexibility to use a model that best fits its needs.
ESCOs are commercial entities that are qualified to develop and implement an energy savings plan (ESP); traditionally an ESCO can develop the ESP, design the improvements, manage the construction, and oversee the startup (“commissioning”) of the improvements.  ESCOs may also provide a guarantee of energy savings. Several ESCOs also manufacture energy systems (i.e., boilers, chillers, ventilating systems) and the controls that run the system. The law has special procedures concerning ESCO guarantees and controls. 

When using its own resources or contracting for individual services, a local unit would use professional service contracting as appropriate, and hire other contractors pursuant to traditional public bidding contracting procedures.
Under the “hybrid” model, either an ESCO or the local unit’s design professional could be responsible for project management, specification development. or other elements of the work.  

When an ESIP mixes ESCOs and other services, there is the potential for professional or monetary conflicts of interests.  Local units should be sure that contracting relationships do not create conflicts of reporting relationships or provide potential monetary incentives that go beyond the contract with the local unit. For example, if the local unit architect or engineer is hired to prepare design specifications based on an energy savings plan prepared by an ESCO, the local unit must hire and pay the professional; they cannot be hired by and be responsible to an ESCO.
This principle also prohibits those conducting the energy audit from serving in a project development or implementation role as a contractor or subcontractor, as the information they have could provide an unfair advantage over competitors, and could affect the results of an audit.  Audit firms can, however, serve in any or all of the required verification roles (discussed below). 
Finally, the law requires that all contractors performing ESIP work must be listed or pre-qualified by the State Division of Property Management and Construction.  This DPMC procedure is already required for all public school and State construction work, and is required for any government agency using the ESIP procedure.  The Division has recently expanded its listing to include ESCOs, auditors, and verifying organizations. Local units that contract for engineering or architectural services should ensure that their contractors properly file with the DPMC.
DPMC listing of construction trade contractors and pre-qualification of professional service and non-construction services requires that contractors meet specific business and trade practice standards. They are also evaluated on the dollar volume of contracts that they can engage in at one time. Details on the DPMC process and practices are on their website.  All bid or RFP specifications related to qualification of contractors and sub-contractors (at any level) must require DPMC listing or pre-qualifications as a pre-requisite to bidding.
What is a revolving fund? 
This is an account (fund) dedicated to supporting the continuation of a some activity or program beyond a specific fiscal year. In the instance of the EE & C Block Grants, the applicant would calculate the energy savings each year and use all or part of that dollar amount to fund additional energy savings activities. The EECBG guidelines allow up to 20 percent or $250,000, whichever is greater, of the grant funds to be used for the establishment of revolving funds. Another variant of a revolving fund would be a revolving loan fund, in which the entity set aside a fixed percentage of its energy savings dollars to be available for loans to other municipal or county entities (e.g. a school district, a utilities authority or a fire company). The funds paid back by the lendees are used to provide continuing loans to other municipal or county entities.
